JOBug recommends that you pericdically review and reinforce the information in this
manual with younger riders. You should also regularly inspect and maintain your child's scooter to ensure
their safety.

Scooter riding can be a hazardous activity. Scooters can, and are intended to move and it is therefore

possible to get into dangerous situations and/ or lose control and/ or fall. If such things occur you can be

seriously injured or die.

LIKE ANY OTHER MOVING PRODUCT, USING A SCOOTER CAN BE A DANGEROUS ACTIVITY AND MAY

® Always wear proper protective equipment, such as an approved safety helmet, elbow pads, knee pads
and lace-up athletic shoes are recommended. Don't ride barefoot or in sandals. Keep shoelaces out of
the way of wheels.

® Ride the scooter only on smooth, paved surfaces away from motor vehicles.

® MNever ride the scooter at dusk or night or in wet or icy conditions.

® Avoid streets and surfaces with water, sand, gravel, dirt, leaves, sharp bumps, drainage grates and
other debris, because surface changes may cause the scooter to suddenly stop, and wet weather
impairs traction, braking and visibility.

® Remove all sharp edges caused during the use.

#® Protective equipment should be worn.

® Do not exceed 65 kgs (143 LBS) total weight on the scooter.

® Adults must assist children in the initial adjustment procedures to unfold scooter, adjust handlebar and
steering to height, and finally to fold scooter.

#® Do not allow children under age six (6) to use the scooter. All children and preteens should ride with
adult guidance at all times,

® Brake will get hat from continuous use. Do not touch after braking. Do not remaove the braking system.

® Please read the instruction and use the brake properly.

#® Please do proper maintenance on bearings.

® After several times maintenance, bolts and nuts may be damaged and broken

® Replace worn or broken parts immediately.

® Mever ride in traffic or on the street and watch your surroundings for pedestrians, bikes, and skateboard
and scooter rides. Use the scooter only in areas free from fixed or moving hazards, such as poles, curbs,
hydrants, walls parked automobiles and traffic.

A ACCEPTABLE RIDING PRACTICES AND CONDITIONS:

Direct parental supervision is required. Scooters are meant to be used only in controlled environments free
of potential traffic hazards and not on public streets. Do not allow your child to ride a scooter in any areas
where vehicle traffic is present. Rider must maintain a hold on the handlebars at all times by using both
hands. Never allow more than one child at a time to ride a scooter. Never use near steps, sloped

driveways, hills, roadways, alleys or swimming pool areas. Keep fingers and other body parts away from the
product when folding or unfolding. Adults must not allow children to assist in folding or unfolding the
scooter.

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3. ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

a. Assembling the handlebar

1. Insert and secure the left and right handlebars by pressing the
spring-loaded buttons and inserting them into the T-tube. Make
certain the spring-loaded button engages the hole in the T-bar for
each handlebar.

/\_WARNING:

Failure to properly engage the spring-loaded buttons may cause the
handlebars to dislodge while riding and may cause you to lose control
and fall. When correctly engaged the handlebars will not rotate nor
will they move sideways.

Mote that when properly engaged, the spring-loaded buttons are
clearly visible in the holes on the T-tube.




b. Adjusting the Handlebar Height

1. To adjust the height of the handlebar, unlock the steering tube by
pulling outward on the quick-release lever. Slide the T-tube to the
desired position and secure by pushing inward on the quick-release
lever.

2. The tension of the quick-release clamping mechanism can be
adjusted by tightening or loosening the Allen bolt. Be careful not to
over-tighten. You should always be able to open and close the
quick-release lever by hand and the t-tube should telescope freely
with the quick-release open.

/\| WARNING:

Failure to properly engage the quick-release clamp may cause the
T-tube to telescope up or down while riding which may cause you to
lose control and fall. With the quick-release properly adjusted and
engaged, the handlebars will not move up or down.

c. Folding / Unfolding the Scooter / /’f\\
1. To release the folding mechanism, grasp the T-tube with one hand | :é%%l LLWT—_—

between the collar clamp and the quick-release clamp and, with the @ | |
other hand, pull up the joint lever up to release the steering column 2

from the locked position and allow you to pivot it to the upright %
position.

//1\_ WARNING:

Keep your fingers clear of the pivoting mechanism when folding or
unfolding the scooter. Make sure others are standing clear.

2. The joint lever is spring-loaded and will automatically lock in the
upright position when fully upright.

e. Replacing the Wheels and Bearings
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Rear wheel sequence Securely tighten the bolt as shown

Note: When self-locking nuts and other self-locking fixings may lose their effectiveness.

4, CHECK BEFORE RIDING

A. Collar Clamp.

Using the correct size Allen wrench, check that the collar
clamp bolt is tightened securely (30 to 60 inch-pounds
torque). This item is tightened and quality-inspected at the
factory, but there is a slight chance that the effects of shipping
or handling may have caused this bolt to loosen

/\ WARNING:

Keep your fingers clear of the pivoting mechanism when folding or unfolding the scooter.

5. CLEANING YOUR SCOOTER

Wipe with a damp cloth to remove dirt and dust. Do not use industrial cleaners or solvents as they may
damage the surfaces. Do not use alcohol, alcohol-based or ammonia-based cleaners as they may damage
or dissolve the plastic compaonents or soften the decals or decal adhesive. Store the scooter in a dry,
dust-free place.




6. WHEELS AND BEARINGS

Under normal circumstances and conditions, the wheels and the bearings are maintenance free. Nonethe-
less, it is the responsibility of the owner or guardian to periodically inspect the wheels for wear and tear, the
axle for proper tightness and bearings for side-to-side play and loose parts. When a wheel or wheel bearing
develops play, this is an indication of excess wear and replacement is necessary. Replace immediately with
only JDBug wheels. Worn wheels/bearings are considered normal wear-and-tear and are not covered by the
JDBug Warranty. Wheels other than JDBug wheels may not be compatible with your JOBug scooter. The
use of anything other than JDBug replacement parts may affect your safety and will void your warranty.

7. SAFETY REMINDERS

Check the brake for proper function. When you Always wear proper protective equipment such as
squeeze the lever, the brake should provide an approved safety helmet, elbow pads and
positive braking action kneepads.

rubber soles), never ride barefooted or in sandals,
and keep shoelaces tied and out of the way of the
wheels.

These are people who have been practicing on
scooters for a very long time. Don't try something until you are ready. Avoid steep inclines and don't ride too
fast — you might lose control and fall. Skateboard parks are not designed for scooters. Never ride in traffic or
on the street and watch your surroundings for pedestrians, bikers, boarders and skaters,
